· WELCOME/INTRODUCTIONS

· The meeting started at 9:15 a.m.
· We greeted each other, and shared/networked.
· NEW/OLD BUSINESS/DISCUSSION
· Len discussed OSHA’s new crane rule, as it went into effect on 7/1/10, and shared that Samm. Plateau would be conducting ongoing training on cranes. He will also be attending the L&I Stakeholder meeting October 6th – 7th in Tumwater.

· Krystal reported that Flagging Training on 8/24/10 at Skyway WSD went well (Samm. Plateau and WSUD attended). Dale said his guys liked it.

· Dale reported that West Sound would be hosting Lock Out/Tag Out w/Asbestos Awareness training on 10/5 – 10/6 at their district, put on by C-STOP, co-sponsored by the Pool. 

· Krystal shared that the Pool is taking part in the S.A.F.E. pilot program (erg maps), and passed out information on how to register if interested.
· Krystal shared that the Pool is looking to adopt a new policy on Employment Termination, and that the Employment Practices subcommittee is drafting a resolution to that effect. Kurt asked that SORT receive this information as well.

· Krystal shared about the Worker’s Compensation initiative (I-1082) coming up in November, per Larry Bailey’s request, and asked for volunteers for a potential subcommittee. Dale, Gary, and Kurt volunteered.

· We reviewed and approved the SORT June minutes.

· Len had asked if there was a SORT template for our PowerPoint programs. The consensus was ‘no’, so Krystal offered to draft one to bring to the 10/12/10 meeting at Woodinville.
· There was discussion on AC Pipe refresher courses; Len reported that a 3-4 hour course is needed annually, and has to be by an approved trainer/class. Districts can send their program to L&I for approval, and mentioned Dave Johnson at L&I as a contact for this. The first course is a 40-50 hr. program.

· Krystal passed around the issue of the “SORT REPORT” she was working on, and asked for feedback. This will be going out in mid-October.

· It was suggested that the Pool look into buying the ANSI Standards resource book for the Library. Krystal is to look into this.
· We assigned programs for review.

· PENDING PROGRAMS
· Asbestos Awareness – Andrew is working on it.
· Back Injury Prevention – Dale is working on it, and hopes to have something in October/November.
· Vehicle Fleet & Maintenance – Len asked about headache racks – are they standard usage at other SORT districts? We reviewed the (printed) PowerPoint; Vince mentioned the need for the SORT disclaimer page. Krystal mentioned needing an explanation for some of the icons.
· Emergency Preparedness – We reviewed the program and made suggestions. Gary is to get the updated version to Krystal, and construct a PowerPoint. There was some discussion on what a safety officer is, and what they do.
· Respiratory Protection – Kurt reported that this was a duplicate/mistaken entry on our schedule. This program is complete and up-to-date.
· Lifting & Rigging – Committee reviewed the draft that Vince presented, and made some suggestions.
· Flagging & Traffic Control – Dale is working on it.
· Safety Audit – Andrew is working on it.
· Workplace Violence – Kurt is working on it, and reported that he is currently focusing on the operations manual.
· Ladder Safety – Bob is waiting for ANSI information, and seeing if the Pool can buy the ANSI Standards manual as a resource. Krystal is looking into this.
· SORT Operations Manual – Kurt is working on formatting this.
· Lock Out/Tag Out – Jason was absent
· Hearing Safety – Curt was absent
· Sodium Hypochlorite – Len volunteered to take on this program. Discussion followed regarding changing the name to “Chlorine Safety” or “Liquid Chlorine”, or adding some kind of distinction. No definitive decision was made. 
· Welding, Cutting, Brazing – Andrew is working on it
· Securing Loads – New program created, based on a concern from KCWD #90’s GM. Vince volunteered to take it on, and will have something by January.
